This must be loosened 

during initial start up so that the cable outlet flap can then be removed and 

refitted during operation without tools.

When the cable outlet is in use, the cable outlet flap can be «parked» in the rear 

position.

3.1 Before installation and start up 

3.1.1 Work to be done on site by customer 

 

Positioning 
 
 

The correct and safe installation of the product is the responsibility of the opera-
tor. When planning, please observe the local laws. The same applies to safe po-
sitioning in the surrounding area. 

 
Preparation 
 

 

The correct and firm base for the plinth is crucial for the secure hold of the RONDO. 
The base must be laid by a specialist or approved by the customer. Care must be 
taken to ensure that the load-bearing capacity of the foundation corresponds to the 
load-bearing capacity of the RONDO in order to avoid subsidence. The manufac-
turer's recommendations must be followed during installation. Wait until the base 
is sufficiently firm before installing the plinth.  
The design of the foundation is in the responsibility of the customer / planner / 
structural engineer / master builder. 

 
Feed- in cable 
 

The electrical supply line must be installed by specialised personnel on site. The 
type of installation, dimensioning (cross-section) and fuse protection must be 
created in accordance with standards 
  

Assembly 
 

Proceed according to the «Assembly instructions». 
 

 

The excavation work as well as the professional and standardised installation must be carried out on site.  
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3.2 Assembly guidance 

 Hint 

If the foundation is not properly levelled, the plinth must be levelled accordingly using washers  

 Hint 

Do not begin installation until the foundation is sufficiently dry and firm.  

 Hint 

The RONDO can be positioned and installed as a whole. When mounting directly on a concrete foundation, 

we recommend first detaching the base from the RONDO and mounting it separately. 

3.2.1  Installation steps directly on concrete foundation 

1) Open the door  

2) Remove the bottom PVC cover 

3) Unscrew the plinth from the RONDO 

4) Remove the RONDO from the plinth 

5) Place the plinth on the foundation 

6) Mark the 4 fixing points on the foundation 

7) Drill 4x holes in the foundation 

8) Drive in 4x anchor plugs (M10 or M12) 

9) Place the base on the anchor plugs and level if necessary. 

10) Secure the plinth with nuts 

11) Place the RONDO on the plinth 

12) Screw on the RONDO accordingly 

13) Insert the supply cable and connect professionally 

14) Now refit the bottom PVC cover 

15) The RONDO is now ready for operation 

3.2.2  Installation steps with the aid of floor flange 

1) Place the base flange and professionally backfill with sufficient foundation ma-

terial. The customer / planner / structural engineer / master builder is respon-

sible for the design and quantity of the refilling material.  

2) Ensure that the supply line has been properly installed. 

3) Wait until the floor flange is firmly anchored in the foundation. 

4) Open the door  

5) Remove the bottom PVC cover  

6) Place the RONDO on the floor flange 

7) Secure the RONDO with M12 nuts 

8) Insert the supply cable and connect it professionally 

9) Now refit the bottom PVC cover 

10) The RONDO is now ready for operation
